Identification Requirements

In order to prevent identity theft, we cannot prepare your taxes unless you bring:

· Photo ID for yourself (and your spouse, if applicable)

· Social Security card for yourself, your spouse, and your dependents. Only a printout from the Social Security Administration can substitute.

· Your spouse (if applicable). To file taxes electronically on a married filing joint tax return, both spouses must be present to sign the required forms.

Documentation Requirements

Please check the list below. If you received anything from the list for 2009, bring it with you to your tax preparation appointment!

· W-2 forms – check to make sure the social security number is correct (if not, you must get new W-2 forms from your employer before filing your taxes)

· Forms that record other income, such as interest from a bank account (1099-INT), dividends (1099-DIV), pension (1099-R), or government payments (including employment benefits, Social Security and state or local tax refunds) (1099-G or 1099-SS)

· Tax booklets if you received them in the mail

· Record of alimony paid or received (child support is not taxable)

· Record of tuition and educational expenses (1098-T)

· Record of childcare costs – total paid for childcare and childcare providers’ identifying number

Note:  Tax preparers have the right to turn away filers who do not have proper identification or documentation, as well as those who do not qualify based on income or asset limitations.
